Greetings Churches, Districts, Schools, Friends, Families, 

and all other Supporters,  

As most of you know Nicole and I have encountered several 

difficulties in Macau with the Chinese government. We tried 

applying for a blue card while we were still living in 

Minnesota. This work permit, as you can recall, was denied 

back in January. 

After discussing the situation with our University and with the 

Americans in Macau we both applied for a Macau ID card. 

This card would have given us the same legal status in Macau as a regular citizen. Thus we would be 

permitted to work and live in Macau just like everyone else. 

Nicole and I have been working towards this ID card since January with no certainty that we would 

receive it. The immigration department told us we would hear whether or not our Macau ID would be 

accepted by June. However, in our more recent visits to the immigration department, we were told that 

in August we would hear our response. Again, this response could be yes and it could very well be no 

also. 

Since this counts as an internship class and is not a called position our University, our team members, 

and Nicole and I decided it was best that we return to the United States and complete our internship in 

a new setting. 

China has made the entire visa process very difficult for everyone, especially Americans, since the 

Olympics are coming up. Visas are shorter in length and costlier than ever. After talking with a 

Macanese lawyer about our situation we were informed that the end result of the ID application would 

realistically not come out in our favor.  

Nicole and I would like to thank everyone for their 

ongoing prayers and support. Nicole and I enjoyed 

very much our time we had in Macau. We made 

many good relationships and friendships with 

Chinese people. In the short time we have been 
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home we have heard from many of them over the internet. 

We are not quite certain what the coming months will bring. We do both know that this experience has 

not hindered our passion for reaching the lost people in this world. In fact, this experience has further 

boosted our confidence that we want to continue serving as overseas missionaries in the very near 

future. 

God has blessed us through the work we were able to do in Macau. We are very thankful.

Olympic Torch Relay 

While in Macau Drew and I had the opportunity to see the 

Olympic torch. We were advised by the American consulate 

not to participate in the Olympic torch because of all the 

protests. This was a once in a lifetime opportunity and so we 

decided to take a risk and go see the torch. 

We didnôt go alone. Our Chinese friend invited us to go with 

her. It was a really hot day and we had to wait for an hour 

before the torch came. The Chinese people were all riled up 

and began chanting ñChina add oilò when the torch runner 

came running by them.   

I was expecting the torch to be extravagant and beautiful because China has been really excited about 

hosting the Olympics, but it wasnôt. The torch looked like an aluminum tube that had a small flame on 

the top of it. It didnôt look anything like I had pictured in my head.  

When the torch runner passed us everyone stopped chanting and began to leave. It went from being 

jammed packed full of people to being practically deserted within a few short minutes. We waited an 

hour to see the torch which we only got to see for a few seconds and then it was over. 

It was nice to spend time with our friend. She was excited to see the torch and it was a special 

moment we got to share with her. It was a great day and we enjoyed seeing the torch. 

Typhoon Neoguri 

Lately there have been several natural disasters in Southeast Asia and in China. Luckily for Nicole and 

I our plane took off shortly before the big earthquake hit China. Several of our Chinese friends told us 

that they could feel the quake in Macau even though the epicenter was more than 2000 km away. 

We were in Macau during a typhoon in April. The typhoonôs name was Neoguri. The name means 

raccoon dog. Macau and Hong Kong have a tropical storm advisory system that determines the 

Olympic Torch In Macau (Surrounded by 
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potential threat to the city. It is a different rating system than one that tells about the size of the storm. 

The warning signals go 1, 3, 8, & 10. A level 1 means there is a tropical storm within 800 km of the 

city. During a level 3 most schools are cancelled. There is heavy wind and rain. A level 8 means 

everyone must return to their homes. All businesses, public transit, and bridges close. It is gets very 

dark with heavy rains, flooding, and strong wind. A level 10 means the eye of the storm heading 

straight over the city.  

When Typhoon Neoguri hit a level 3 Macau went into a frenzy. The grocery stores were pretty much 

picked over. Buses were packed with people trying to get home. Nicole and I assessed that we had 

plenty of food and water so we decided not to go out. When a level 8 was declared it was very black 

outside even though it was in the afternoon. I could only see about three or four feet from my window. 

The rain was coming down almost completely sideways.  

When the storm finally passed by there was damage to trees and signs on the sides of the buildings. A 

video of Neoguri when it was at a level 3 can be found on my YouTube.com site.

New Paint Job 

Missionaries have many opportunities to meet new people 

overseas. While we were preparing to go to Macau we didnôt 

know that we would also meet many Americans overseas. 

Macauôs Concordia English Center offers opportunities for 

people to do short term servant events that last for a week. 

Once a month our center usually hosted one short term team 

from the states. 

In April a team from Indiana came to paint the center in the 

mornings and teach free English classes in the evenings. During some of my high school and college 

summers I had some opportunities to paint houses. Since I wasnôt legally able to teach English 

classes during the day I was more than happy to step in paint with the team.  

Over the course of the week we painted four classrooms, the main open area, and the secretary 

common area. The classroom colors were dark green, dark blue, light green, and light blue. The main 

room and secretary area is a nice light beige color.  

I would encourage anyone who is considering an overseas experience but is unsure about a long time 

commitment to think about a short term mission experience. More information can be found at:
