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Education Loan Repayment Grants 
The Kansas District Education Loan Repayment program began in 1998 and helps professional church workers 
with assistance in repayment of their educational loans.  These grants are available to all rostered professional 
church workers - synodical graduates and those who have completed colloquy - working in the Kansas District 
with graduation dates of 2001 or later.

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Scholarship Grants Awarded 
The District Scholarship Committee received applications from 35 students attending LCMS universities and 
seminaries to become professional church workers.  Grants from the District were awarded for the 2010-11 
school year as follows: 

 Underclassmen (14 students) - $525 
 Upperclassmen (12) - $625 
 Seminary (8) - $1,750 
 Vicar (1) - $600 

The total amount awarded was $31,327, including additional generous gifts designated for students from 
congregations within specific circuits. 
 
District scholarship funds are made available through interest from scholarship endowments, designated gifts 
and bequests and part of the Ash Wednesday offerings received from congregations.
